Amending the District Court Rules 1992

Amendment No. 23 to the District Court Rules

BY virtue and in pursuance of section 51 of the District Court Act 1991, and all other powers us thereunto enabling, We, Terence Anthony Worthington, Chief Judge and Barrie Kitchen and Peter Anthony John Herriman, Judges of the District Court of South Australia, do hereby make the following Rules of Court:



1. These Rules may be cited as the ‘District Court Rules 1992 Amendment No. 23’.



2. The District Court Rules 1992, as amended by these Rules, may be cited as the ‘District Court Rules 1992’.



3. That Rule IV-19.08 be amended by deleting the figures ‘19.08’ and inserting in lieu thereof ‘19.07’.



4. That Rule VI-20 be repealed and be replaced by the following:






‘VI-20 An appeal or an application for leave to appeal under section 67 (1) of the Guardianship and Administration Act 1993 (‘the Act’) is to be in Form VI-1.






VI-20A Upon the institution of an appeal or an application for leave to appeal the Registrar is to send by ordinary post addressed to their last known addresses a notice in Form VI-2 to:




(a)
Such persons as the Guardianship Board has notified to the Court were persons to whom notice of the hearing before the Board was given under s14(4)(d) of the Act;
