FISHERIES ACT 1982: SECTION 59

TAKE notice that pursuant to section 59 of the Fisheries Act 1982, the Australian Maritime Safety Authority (AMSA) (the ‘exemption holder’), or a person or company acting as its agent, is exempt from the provisions of section 48G of the Fisheries Act 1982, but only insofar as a permit is not required to engage in the demolition of the Margaret Brock Reef jetty (the ‘exempted activity’), in the area set out in Schedule 1, subject to the conditions set out in Schedule 2, from 19 January to 31 July 2004.

Schedule 1


The Rock Lobster Reserve at Margaret Brock Reef declared under section 48G of the Fisheries Act 1982.

Schedule 2


1. Scaffolding and acro-props must be positioned in a way that minimises impact on the reef and the benthos surrounding the jetty.


2. All work undertaken in the course of the exempted activity must be conducted in a way that minimises impact on the area of the Reserve.



3. All guano that is removed from the jetty must be bagged and removed, with as little spillage as possible.



4. Before undertaking the exempted activity pursuant to this notice on a day, the exemption holder must advise a PIRSA Fisheries Compliance Officer on 1800 065 522, at least 24 hours before work is to commence on that day.


5. While engaged in the exempted activity, the exemption holder must be in possession of a copy of this notice.  Such notice must be produced to a PIRSA Fisheries Compliance Officer if requested.


6. The exemption holder must not contravene or fail to comply with the Fisheries Act 1982, or any regulations made under that Act, except where specifically exempted by this notice.
