Preamble


1. The decision of the Governor under section 48 of the Development Act 1993, to grant provisional development authori-sation of the Beringer Blass Wine Bottling and Storage Facility at Nuriootpa was published in the Gazette on 23 September 2004.


2. Pursuant to section 48 of the Development Act 1993 and Regulation 64 (1) of the Development Regulations 1993, the Governor reserved certain matters for further decision-making.


3. Amendments to the development were granted by the Development Assessment Commission as delegate of the Governor on 14 October 2004, 16 December 2004 and 3 March 2005 and 28 April 2005.


4. A further application has been made to the Development Assessment Commission, as delegate of the Governor, in relation to increasing the width of the loading and un-loading canopies by 2 m.


5. The Development Assessment Commission has, in con-sidering the application, had regard to all relevant matters under section 48 (5) of the Development Act 1993.


6. The Development Assessment Commission is satisfied that the amendments do not require the preparation of a further or amended Development Report.

3. No works on any part of the proposed major development shall commence until a favourable decision has been notified to the applicant by me or my delegate in respect of the reserved matter referred to in subparagraph (i) in paragraph (a) of the Decision section above (refer also to Condition 6).


4. No construction activities or building works shall commence until a heritage survey has been completed to identify any Aboriginal sites, objects or remains in the site area, and monitoring shall be undertaken during construction to enable the development to proceed without a breach of the Aboriginal Heritage Act 1988. Details of the applicant’s Heritage Agreement and consultation with the Ngadjuri Heritage Association shall also be provided to the Development Assessment Commission and the Department of Aboriginal Affairs and Reconciliation prior to construction commencing.


5. Subject to conditions 3, 4, and 6, the applicant may stage building works, and, if so, may commence an approved stage before receiving my decision concerning building rules com-pliance for other stages (refer reserved matter (i) in paragraph (b) of the Decision section above). No building works shall commence on a stage of the development, however, until a favourable decision in relation to building rules compliance in respect of that stage has been notified in writing to the applicant by me or my delegate.


6. A decision on building rules compliance will only be made after a building rules assessment and certification has been under-taken and issued by the Barossa Council, or a private certifier, in accordance with the provisions of the Development Act 1993, and after the Minister for Urban Development and Planning receives a copy of all relevant certification documentation, as outlined in Regulation 64 of the Development Regulations 1993 (refer to ‘Notes to Applicant’ below for further information).


7. The management and monitoring of the pre-construction, construction and operational phases of the wine bottling and storage facility shall be undertaken in accordance with the Environmental Management and Monitoring Plan, prepared by Parsons Brinckerhoff on behalf of Beringer Blass Wine Estates Limited (Report No. 2102542A-04-0600-02), dated October 2004, and as amended by the letter from Nolan Rumsby Planners dated 23 November 2004.


8. The wastewater collection and treatment system shall be designed to ensure that the general obligations of the Environment Protection (Water Quality) Policy 2003 are met, and to ensure that effluent does not overflow or escape from drains, pipes, sumps, tanks, storage/treatment basins into any watercourse, or into stormwater drains which do not drain into the effluent collection, treatment and disposal system, except where the effluent complies with criteria in the above policy.


9. In accordance with commitments by the applicant, waste-water shall not be stored in open storage ponds until it is first treated to reduce the potential for odours to occur.


10. The applicant shall ensure that stormwater, which does not comply with the Environment Protection (Water Quality) Policy 2003 criteria, is not discharged from the site without prior effective treatment.

11. Noise from the development shall be in accordance with the following:

not exceed 52 dB(A) between the hours of 7 a.m. and 10 p.m. measured and adjusted at the nearest existing residential property;

shall be in accordance with the Environment Protection (Industrial Noise) Policy 1994;


(d)
site deliveries and other noisier construction activities shall be scheduled to minimise noise impacts;


(e)
all other aspects of construction activities shall be undertaken in accordance with the Environmental Management and Monitoring Plan.

Operation of the development:

shall not exceed 52 dB (A) between the hours of 7 a.m. and 10 p.m. measured and adjusted at the nearest existing residential property in accordance with the Environment Protection (Industrial Noise) Policy 1994;

shall not exceed 45 dB (A) between the hours of 10 p.m. and 7 a.m. measured and adjusted at the nearest existing residential property in accordance with the Environment Protection (Industrial Noise) Policy 1994;



(c)
a short-term typical maximum noise level of 60 dB (A) when measured at the nearest existing residential property.


12. The proponent shall, subject to obtaining the landowner’s consent in relation thereto, install, operate and maintain frost fans on the property located north of the proposed development site either in accordance with the recommendations in the Develop-
ment Report and assessed in the Acoustic report on frost fan impacts and in accordance with the Environment Protection Authority’s standards for their operation, siting and distance from potential receptors, or in accordance with any alternative arrangement negotiated with the landowner. If the landowner refuses consent for the establishment of frost fans on the property located to the north of the proposed development, the proponent is excused from compliance with this condition.


13. Landscaping of the site shall commence prior to construc-tion of the proposed major development, and when established must be maintained in good health and condition at all times. A plant must be replaced if or when it dies or becomes seriously diseased within the first growing season after the plant dies or becomes seriously diseased.


14. In accordance with commitments by the applicant, building walls up to 3 m shall be clad in colorbond ‘ironstone’ (or similar), and walls above 3 m shall be clad in colorbond ‘paperbark’ (or similar).


15. All lighting shall be directed and shielded in such a way as to prevent glare from the site, and any lighting that is not in use for operational or security reasons shall be switched off.


16. In accordance with EPA recommendations, no trucks or heavy vehicles shall access the site from the portion of Light Pass Road, south of the access point for the proposed major development.


17. The temporary concrete batching plant for on-site construc-tion activities and associated infrastructure shall be decom-missioned and removed from the site no later than 1 August 2005.

Notice of Exemption under Section 163AA

1.

Exemption


I hereby exempt refrigerated semi-trailers from the following provisions of the Road Traffic (Vehicle Standards) Rules 1999:





Length of single trailers





Rule 68 (1)





(a)
the distance between the point of articulation at the front of the trailer and the rear overhang line must not be over 9.5 metres; and





(b)
the distance between the point of articulation at the front of the trailer and the rear of the trailer must not be over 12.3 metres,



subject to the conditions specified in this Notice.

2.

Definition


A refrigerated semi-trailer is defined as a semi-trailer designed and built to provide a mobile temperature controlled environment through the use of refrigeration equipment.

3.

Application


This Notice applies to a refrigerated semi-trailer that exceeds either or both the dimension limits specified in Rule 68 (1) of the Road Traffic (Vehicle Standards) Rules 1999, but does not exceed the dimension limits specified in Diagram 1 and Table 1 of this Notice.

4.

Conditions Applying to this Exemption


4.1.

The refrigerated semi-trailer shall be used only in an articulated motor vehicle (‘articulated motor vehicle’ means a combination consisting of a prime mover towing one semi-trailer) and not as part of a B-Double, Road Train or other multi-combination vehicle.



4.2.

The refrigerated semi-trailer shall be operated either with a load requiring refrigeration or unladen.



4.3.

The refrigerated semi-trailer combination shall comply with all the dimensional requirements specified in Diagram 1 and Table 1 of this Notice.

Note

A semi-trailer to which this notice applies and which was manufactured on or after 1 July 1991 must be fitted with a compliance plate denoting that the vehicle is over-dimension.



4.4.

The refrigerated semi-trailer combination (articulated motor vehicle) shall operate only on approved routes specified under the current Government Gazette Notice titled ‘Operation of B-Double Vehicles up to 25 m in Length’.

Note

Individual permits will not be issued for roads connecting to the Gazetted B-Double network.  If an operator desires particular routes to be added to the network, such route extensions shall be sought and assessed through normal processes for re-issue of the B-Double Gazette Notice.



4.5.

The refrigerated semi-trailer combination shall not exceed a gross mass of 42.5 tonnes or exceed relevant axle and axle group mass limits specified in the Road Traffic (Mass and Loading Requirements) Regulations 1999.

Note

The approved routes are the same as for 25 m B-Double combination vehicles operating at statutory mass. The Gazette Notice titled ‘Higher Mass Limits for Vehicles Fitted with Road Friendly Suspensions’ shall not apply to 14.9 m refrigerated semi-trailers.



4.6.

Legible, complete and current copies of the route maps entitled ‘Route Network for B-Double Vehicles up to 25 m in Length’, as included with Gazette Notice titled ‘Operation of B-Double Vehicles up to 25 m in Length’ and this ‘14.9 m Refrigerated Semi-trailers’ Gazette Notice must be carried and must be produced when requested by a Police Officer or a Department for Transport, Energy and Infrastructure (DTEI) Transport Safety Compliance Officer appointed under the Road Traffic Act 1961 and/or the Motor Vehicles Act 1959.

These regulations may be cited as the Natural Resources Management (Transitional Provisions—Levies) Regulations 2005.

2—Commencement

These regulations will come into operation on the day on which they are made.

3—Interpretation

In these regulations—

Minister means the Minister for Environment and Conservation;

NRM Act means the Natural Resources Management Act 2004.

4—Levies in respect of water

The scheme established by Part 8 Division 1 of the Water Resources Act 1997 with respect to the declaration of levies under section 122 of that Act will continue in relation to the 2005/2006 financial year, subject to the following provisions:


(a)
a levy will be payable with respect to water licences or authorisations under the NRM Act (including water licences and authorisations under the Water Resources Act 1997 that have force and effect by virtue of clause 54 of Schedule 4 of the NRM Act);


(b)
a levy may operate as if it were declared with respect to a water resource within the NRM region that corresponds to or includes the relevant catchment area of a catchment water management board (being a water resource identified by the Minister in the making of the relevant declaration);


(c)
the levy may be recovered as if it were declared under Chapter 5 Part 1 Division 2 of the NRM Act;


(d)
a levy, once collected by the Minister, must be paid to the regional NRM board for the region that corresponds to or includes the relevant catchment area (notwithstanding that the levy was set to return an amount stated in a catchment water management plan for the purposes of a catchment water management board).

5—Contributions by councils

The scheme established by Part 8 Division 2 of the Water Resources Act 1997 will continue in relation to the 2005/2006 financial year, subject to the operation of the following provisions:


(a)
a contribution will be payable on the basis of an amount specified in the catchment water management plan notwithstanding that the functions of the catchment water management board may be performed by a regional NRM board on or after 1 July 2005;


(b)
to avoid doubt, a council's share of an amount to be contributed will continue to be reduced in the manner contemplated by section 136 of the Water Resources Act 1997 and the exemptions under section 138(11) and (12) of that Act will continue to apply;


(c)
an amount to be contributed by a constituent council will be payable to the regional NRM board for the relevant area rather than the relevant catchment water management board and the regional NRM board may use the amount paid by a council for purposes stated in its regional NRM plan (either in respect of the financial year for which it is paid or a subsequent financial year);


(d)
an amount payable to a council under section 139 of the Water Resources Act 1997 will be payable instead by the regional NRM board for the region that corresponds to or includes the relevant catchment area.

Note—

As required by section 10AA(2) of the Subordinate Legislation Act 1978, the Minister has certified that, in the Minister's opinion, it is necessary or appropriate that these regulations come into operation as set out in these regulations.
