6. Exemption from certain provisions of Section 45D

Pursuant to section 45E:

A person who owns, or is responsible for the control of, an attack trained dog, a guard dog or a patrol dog is exempt from complying with section 45D (1) (b).



(b)
A person who owns, or is responsible for the control of, an attack trained dog or a patrol dog is exempt from complying with section 45D (1) (d).



(c)
Dogs that have previously been exempted under section 9 if in the care and custody of the person responsible for the dog at the time of that exemption, are exempt from section 45D (1) (e).
