Further, pursuant to section 25 (2) (a) and (b) of the Trade Standards Act 1979, I am satisfied that this declara-tion is necessary in order to avert serious risk of injury or impairment to health, and that it is not appropriate in the circumstances to deal with the matter by the prescription of safety standards.


On publication of this notice, no person shall, in the course of trade or business, manufacture, supply or sell items referred to in the Schedule, forthwith.

Children’s toys having accessible materials with a lead migration level greater than 90 mg/kg of lead, when tested in accordance with the testing procedures and interpretation of results specified in Australian/New Zealand Standards AS/NZS ISO 8124.3:2003 ‘Safety of toys, Part 3: Migration of certain elements’.
