BY this notice, the Independent Gambling Authority varies notices prescribing
responsible gambling codes of practice, as follows:

1. Citation, commencement

Taxation receipts are $159 million lower than the original 2008-2009 Budget estimate.
This was mainly due to:

e Lower stamp duties ($180 million).
e Lower land tax ($10 million).

o Higher payroll tax ($28 million).

e Higher gambling taxes ($2 million).

Contributions from State Undertakings are $80 million lower than the original
2008-2009 Budget estimate. This was mainly due to:

o Lower SA Water dividend ($24 million) and income tax equivalent
($12 million).

e Lower Land Management Corporation dividend ($22 million) and income tax
equivalent ($6 million).

e Lower Forestry SA dividend ($8 milion) and income tax equivalent
($3 million).

Recoveries are $128 million higher than the original 2008-2009 Budget estimate.
This was mainly due to:

e Return of cash to consolidated account of $70 million under the cash
alignment policy.

e Return of deposit account balance of $61 million from Superannuation.

Fees and charges are $18 million lower than the original 2008-2009 Budget estimate
primarily due to lower receipts from land services fees.

Royalties are $11 million lower than the original 2008-2009 Budget estimate.

Commonwealth general purpose revenue grants are $320 million lower than the
original 2008-2009 Budget estimate. This was mainly due to:

o Lower GST Revenue Grants ($357 million).
e Higher Transitional Grants ($36 million).

Commonwealth Specific Purpose revenue grants are $37 million higher than the

original 2008-2009 Budget estimate. This was mainly due to higher Council of
Australian Governments funding arrangements.

Commonwealth National Partnership Payment revenue is $55 million higher than the
original 2008-2009 Budget estimate reflecting. This was mainly due to:

¢ Higher First Home Owners Boost payments ($65 million).
e Lower Concessions to Pensioners and others ($10 million).

Other receipts are $70 million lower than the original 2008-2009 Budget estimate.
This was mainly due to lower return of interest on investments.
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Payments pursuant to the Appropriation Act (i.e. to agencies) are $109 million higher

than forecast in the original 2008-2009 Budget. The major areas contributing to this
outcome are as follows:

¢ Department of the Premier and Cabinet—3$31 million higher.

e Administered ltems for the Department of Treasury and Finance—
$128 million higher.

e Attorney-Generals Department—$20 million higher.
e Department of Water, Land and Biodiversity Conservation—$13 million higher.
e Department of Treasury & Finance—$16 million lower.

e Department for Transport, Energy and Infrastructure—$55 million lower.
e Department of Education and Children's Services—$9 million lower.

e Department of Further Education, Employment, Science and Technology—
$9 million lower.

All appropriations were paid within approved limits.

Payments pursuant to Specific Appropriation Authorised in Various Acts were in line
with the original 2008-2009 Budget.

Note

Considerable caution should be exercised in interpreting the quarterly statement of
Consolidated Account transactions. Unlike the State budget, the information is
purely limited to cash transactions. In addition, the Consolidated Account does not
capture all the transactions undertaken by the general government sector (in
particular, it does not record receipts and payments from special deposit accounts).
Finally, it should be noted that the timing of receipts and payments could be volatile
within a particular year. As a result, apparently significant movements between years

may only be due to changes in the timing of receipts and payments, and therefore
may not have implications for the underlying budget position.
