4. The exemption holders may be assisted by up to two agents when undertaking the exempted activity.

Schedule according to the public hospital site classification (teaching or
non-teaching) specified in those columns, the patient classification (public or
private) specified in the first column and the type of treatment or care
specified in the second column, of the Table; and

the LOS (length of stay) means the number of hours (rounded to the nearest
hour) between—

(i)  the admission of the patient to the public hospital site or, where the
patient receives maintenance care, the commencement of
maintenance care, whichever is the later; and

(i)  the discharge of the patient from the public hospital site,

excluding any leave hours (rounded to the nearest hour) for the patient during

that period, expressed as a figure in days (including parts of days) and
rounded up to the nearest whole day.





[image: image8.png]6—Medical or diagnostic services not included in fees for private patients

In the case of a private patient, a fee determined in accordance with this Schedule does
not include a fee for the cost of medical or diagnostic services provided by a medical
practitioner selected by the patient.

7—Retrieval fee (admitted patients)

Where a retrieval team provided by a public hospital site monitors and treats a
seriously ill or seriously injured admitted patient of that or any other public hospital
site during the transportation of the patient to the public hospital site or to another
facility of the public hospital site, the fee to be charged by the public hospital site
providing the retrieval team is as follows:

Provision of retrieval team—$1 840

8—Transportation fee

(1) Where, in addition to providing a service referred to in this Schedule, a public hospital
site transports, or arranges for the transportation of, a patient to or from (or between
different facilities of) the public hospital site, the public hospital site may charge an
additional fee equal to the cost to the public hospital site of providing, or arranging for
the provision of, that transportation.

(2)  Subclause (1) does not apply to the transportation of a patient with a retrieval team
provided by the public hospital site.

9—Other fees
(1) Pharmaceutical Reform arrangements

For public hospital sites participating in the pharmaceutical reform arrangements
under the agreement between South Australian and the Australian Government the
following fees apply for pharmaceuticals provided to admitted patients on discharge:

(1) the community co-payment rate for pharmaceuticals as set under the
Commonwealth National Health Act 1953 each year on 1 January will apply
for the supply of prescription items (per item).

Note: for Compensable patients only the community general patient co-
payment rate applies.

(i) ~ Compensable patients will be charged an amount for non-Pharmaceutical
Benefit Scheme items supplied that equates to the actual cost of the item.

(iii)  Non-Medicare patients will be charged an amount for non-Pharmaceutical
Benefit Scheme and Pharmaceutical Benefit Scheme items supplied that
equates to the actual cost of the items.

1—Interpretation

(D

In this Schedule, unless the contrary intention appears—

disposition category, in relation to a non-admitted patient of a public hospital site,
means the disposition category of the patient following an occasion of service
provided by an emergency department of the public hospital site, being one of the
following:

(a) admitted—where the patient is admitted to the public hospital site, transferred
to another public hospital site or provided with outreach services;

(b) died—where the patient dies in the emergency department after treatment or
care has commenced (this excludes patients who are dead on arrival at the
public hospital site);

(¢) home—where the patient (not being a patient referred to in paragraph (a) or
(b)) leaves the emergency department after treatment or care has commenced
(whether or not treatment or care has been completed);

emergency department, in relation to a public hospital site, means a designated
accident and emergency department of the public hospital site that provides
emergency treatment and care to non-admitted patients;

emergency department service means treatment or care provided by an emergency
department of a public hospital site;

emergency occasion of service means an occasion of service in which emergency
treatment or care is provided by a public hospital site;





[image: image24.png]group occasion of service, in relation to outpatient services provided by a public
hospital site to a non-admitted patient, means each occasion on which—

(a) the same treatment or care is provided by the outpatient clinic to two or more
patients; or

(b) treatrnent or care by more than one medical practitioner or other health
professional is provided by the clinic to the same patient;

occasion of service, in relation to services provided by a public hospital site, means
each occasion on which treatment or care is provided by the public hospital site to a
non-admitted patient and includes any diagnostic or imaging services (other than
Magnetic Resonance Imaging) performed as part of that treatment or care;

outpatient clinic, in relation to a public hospital site, means a designated outpatient
clinic of the public hospital site that provides non-emergency treatment and care
(usually by appointment) to non-admitted patients;

SMO means salaried medical officer;

identified in the second or third columns of that Table as specialist, teaching, other
metropolitan, country A&E SMO, large country or other country, as the case may be;

friage, in relation to a non-admitted patient of a public hospital site, means an
assignment by the public hospital site to the patient of a classification of the level of
urgency of the treatment required by the patient on an occasion of service in an
emergency department of the public hospital site, determined in accordance with the
following scale:

(a) triage I—Resuscitation, where the patient requires treatment within seconds;

(b) triage 2—FEmergency, where the patient requires treatment within
10 minutes;

(¢) triage 3—Urgent, where the patient requires treatment within 30 minutes;

3. Reports will be requested by:

· a claims agent or self-insured employer; or

· a worker, worker’s representative or advocate.  
4. Permanent impairment assessment reports must be requested in writing, specifying whether a standard, moderately complex, complex or supplementary report is required. 
5. Reports are to be provided to the requestor within 10 business days of the examination unless the assessor believes there are reasonable grounds for an extension of time and has sought the requestor’s prior consent to an extension of time. 

6. The examination and the preparation of a report must be in accordance with the WorkCover Guidelines.
7. ‘Specialist’ means a specialist in a surgical discipline or a consultant physician.

8. Reading fees are only payable where the material has been directly supplied by the report requestor. A fee is not payable for the reading of case notes, clinical material or any other material that is not directly supplied by the report requestor.  

9. A fee for a cancellation with more than 48 hours notice (excluding weekends and public holidays) is not payable.  

10. A fee for a cancellation or non-attendance does not apply if the appointment is subsequently filled with another earning activity.    

11. If an interpreter is present at the examination, the additional fee payable (as per the fee schedule) is in addition to the fee payable directly to the interpreter by WorkCover.

Referrals to Medical Panels

If the Corporation wishes to refer a medical question to a Medical Panel in respect of a matter pending in the Tribunal it shall complete the form titled ‘Certificate of Referral to a Medical Panel’ and advise the Registrar in writing as soon as reasonably practicable. Such advice shall include a copy of the Certificate. Upon receipt of this advice the Registrar shall, unless otherwise directed by the President, refer the matter to the member who had carriage of the matter prior to the referral for further directions. These may include:

referring the matter to the suspense list pending receipt of the Medical Panel’s opinion;

directing the parties to prepare for the consideration of the Medical Panel an agreed statement of facts and in default of agreement statements of the alleged facts underpinning their respective positions.

If a party wishes the Tribunal to refer a medical question to a Medical Panel the party shall file a request for referral to a Medical Panel. If the Tribunal resolves to make the referral the Tribunal shall issue the Certificate upon such terms as it considers appropriate. In determining such a request the Tribunal may issue such directions as are considered appropriate to the circumstances. These may include:

directing the parties to prepare an agreed statement of facts and in default of agreement statements of the alleged facts underpinning their respective positions;

deferring referral of the medical question until medical reports, witness statements or other eviden-tiary material have been obtained;

deferring referral of the medical question until:

oral evidence has been received;








(ii)
factual findings have been made;





(d)
issuing a statement of any relevant legal principle applicable to the medical question.




The receipt of oral evidence, the making of factual findings and the issuing of a statement of legal principle may only be undertaken by a Presidential Member.

If the Tribunal of its own motion intends to refer a medical question to the Medical Panel it shall advise the parties and give them a reasonable opportunity to be heard on the making of and terms of the proposed referral. Such referral may be made with such directions as are considered appropriate to the circumstances. These may include a directions of the type referred to in subrule 2 hereof.

If subsequent to the referral of a medical question to a Medical Panel and prior to the receipt of the Medical Panel’s opinion, the parties resolve their dispute by agreement such that the Medical Panel’s opinion is no longer necessary the compensating authority shall complete the form titled ‘Notice of Withdrawal of Referral’ and serve it upon the Registrar and the Convenor of the Medical Panel.
