Proclamation By The Governor

PURSUANT to section 7 of the Administrative Arrangements Act 1994 and with the advice and consent of the Executive Council, I—


1. Dissolve the bodies corporate referred to in Schedule 1.


2. Constitute the Ministers referred to in Schedule 2 as bodies corporate.


3. (1) Vest the assets and rights and attach the liabilities of the former body corporate known as the Minister for State Development and of the former body corporate known as the Minister for Regional Development in the body corporate to be known as the Minister for State and Regional Development.


(2) Vest the assets and rights and attach the liabilities of the former body corporate known as the Minister for Primary Industries and Resources in the body corporate to be known as the Minister for Primary Industries or the body corporate known as the Minister for Minerals and Energy according to the distribution of Ministerial responsibilities and functions between the relevant Ministers so that assets, rights and liabilities appropriate to particular responsibilities or functions vest in, or attach to, the appropriate body corporate.


(3) Vest the assets and rights and attach the liabilities of the former body corporate known as the Minister for Justice in the Crown.


(4) Vest the assets and rights and attach the liabilities of the former body corporate known as the Minister for Information Economy in the body corporate known as the Minister for Administrative and Information Services.


(5) Vest the assets and rights and attach the liabilities of the former body corporate known as the Minister for Workplace Relations in the body corporate to be known as the Minister for Workplace Services.
